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Your Goal is to create a board game for 2-4 players.  During the game, the players must convert within the metric system 
       (Example:  change 300 meters to centimeters) 
Theme


Pick a theme to decorate your game board.  Will it be an animal theme, SpongeBob, Lego, unicorns…Whatever you like!





Directions


You need to tell people how to play your game.  The easiest thing to do is to write directions right on the game board.  But, you can have a separate instruction manual if you want.





Are The Players Correct?


How will the players know if their answers are correct?   You might put the answers on the back of the cards (if you have them).  Or, maybe a separate answer sheet.  





Metric Conversions


How will your players use the metric system?  Maybe there are game cards that ask questions “2kg = ____g”.    Maybe there are amounts (like 200cL) written on the board and they all have to be changed to the same amount (Liters).  This is the most important part- make sure your game board includes converting with in the metric system!!!





How is the Game Played?


How do the players advance around the board game (dice, spinner, flipping coins, etc)?  How do you win the game?  What happens if they get their conversion wrong (do they go back to where they were or all the way back to start)?
